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POSITION DESCRIPTION

JULIETTE CONSULTANT
REPORTS TO:

Is appointed by and accountable to neighborhood manager and/or membership manager.

PURPOSE:

The Juliette Consultant’s primary responsibility is to provide assistance to all Juliettes within the neighborhood.  The Juliette Consultant will ensure that all Juliettes receive the information and direction they need.  As an active member of the neighborhood team, the Juliette Consultant will ensure that opportunities are provided for all interested Juliettes to participate in town and neighborhood-wide events.
RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Creates a welcoming environment for all Juliettes to include contact with Juliettes on a regular basis by phone, e-mail or mail to keep them updated on neighborhood and council-wide activities.  (Monthly communication recommended.)
· Has knowledge and understanding of the Juliette guidelines and is willing to remain current with all aspects of the program.

· Works in partnership with TRO’s and/or membership manager to support Juliettes Pending Troop Placement (registered girls on a “wait list” for a troop).
· Is the “voice” for Juliettes on the neighborhood team; ensures that Juliettes are included in age appropriate programming that is offered in their neighborhood.

· Assists, as needed, with managing the Juliette “wait list” and providing clear communication to families and neighborhood team members.
· Provides assistance and direction for families about age-appropriate programs, opportunities and resources.

· Assists with understanding and accessing awards and recognitions.

· Provides assistance with council-sponsored product sales.

· Helps girls and their families to understand and follow Safety Activity Checkpoints and council guidelines, procedures and policies.

· Follows all council guidelines and procedures related to paperwork.

· Encourages spring registration.

· Follows up on girls not returning in the fall.
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QUALIFICATIONS:

· Accepts the principles and beliefs of the Girl Scout organization
· Is a registered member of Girl Scouts of the U.S.A.
· Understands and accepts the mission to serve all girls everywhere
· Possesses an interest in and a commitment to the Juliette program
TRAINING:

· Advanced training as needed and requested
TERM:
Length of appointment is for one year.
