The following list should help you understand

how to itemize expenses.

Troop Supplies – Anything that can be used up rather quickly, like paper, glue, tape, snacks, trash bags, crayons, markers, paper cups, candles, ribbon, film, postage, and phone calls.

Troop Equipment – Items that should last more than one year such as: tents, camp stoves, troop books, flags and scissors.

Trips & Camping –Money you spend on events that last more than one day, including food for camping, registration and entrance fees.

Service Projects – If you buy flowers to plant, paint to spruce up, a bulletin board for public use, or craft supplies to make special favors for the retirement home; anything you buy that will be used to benefit others.

Girl Scout Badges & Pins – This is for most of the items you would buy from the council shops or from the Girl Scout catalog, like Try-Its, badges, patches, pins, sashes, or handbooks for girls.

Events & Programs – Money spent for day trips or events like day trips to museums, aquariums or roller-skating.

Donations to Others – Money your troop decides to donate such as, to another troop, girl camperships, or a special cause that the troop decides to support.

Money Earning – Cost to your troop to purchase calendars or other approved money-earning items.

JLWFF – This is for money your troop donates to the Juliette Low World Friendship Fund.

Registration –Record the amount taken in from members of the troop and then record how much is passed onto the membership registrar.
· For first year troops, this will be an in and out item.  These amounts should be equal.

· For returning troops, the troop may choose to pay a portion or the entire registration fee from troop funds.
