Purpose

Requirements
A girl must have at least one adult family member or adult friend complete four requirements (or one starred (*) requirement) during the course of one membership year, October 1 to September 30.
The troop leader determines if the requirements have been met.
Awards
Girls will receive a patch that she may

wear on the back of her sash. Adults will receive a certificate from the troop. If a girl and her adult partner participate in the program in following years, the girl will

receive a star that may be added to the

patch. The troop can provide a certificate

to adult participants. Consider planning a special event to recognize the adults.

· Serve as a troop/group leader, assistant, or co-leader*
· Serve as a troop/group Be A Reader or Cookie Chairperson*
· Serve as the troop first aider*
· Take Troop Camp Training and serve as the troop’s qualified troop camper*
· Take a council-sponsored training course and share what you learned with the troop/group, i.e., outdoor skills, songs, and games*
· Be a member of a neighborhood team*
· Serve on a council committee*
