GIRL SCOUT INSURANCE

	Individuals are covered under insurance only if they are following Safety-Wise and participating in approved, supervised Girl Scout programs that follow Girl Scout program standards and are age-appropriate.  (See Handbook or Safety-Wise.) PRIVATE 



I.  BASIC PLAN

A. 
WHO IS COVERED

Any girl or adult who is a current member of Girl Scouts of the USA. Members are insured once they pay membership dues and their registration has been received by the council registrar.


WHO IS NOT COVERED


"Tagalongs" (Brothers, Sisters, Friends) - If a "Tagalong" is a registered member of another troop/group, but is not of the proper age for the activity and is not participating as a service project, there is no coverage; e.g., a registered Brownie tagging along with the parent leading a Cadette troop has no coverage. However, a Cadette assisting at a Daisy meeting does have coverage.

B.
WHAT IS COVERED

1.
Any approved, supervised, age-appropriate Girl Scout activity lasting two nights or less (3 nights if it includes a Federal holiday).


2.
Direct travel to and from approved Girl Scout activities.


3.
Mutual of Omaha will pay the first $100 of a claim before a letter is sent to the claimant or parents of the claimant requesting any additional pertinent information, as the claim then reverts to the family insurance. Mutual of Omaha will consider paying any usual or customary balances (including deductibles).

NOTE: Therapeutic devices are not covered. Check with Mutual of Omaha before any therapy.
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II.  OPTIONAL INSURANCE PLANS

PLAN 2 - PARTICIPANT ACCIDENT INSURANCE. Plan 2 has been designed to provide the same coverage as the Basic Plan for:

A.
Members participating in approved Girl Scout activities that are more than 2 consecutive nights.

B.
Non-members participating in approved, supervised, age-appropriate Girl Scout activities. This includes activities that are more than 2 consecutive nights (e.g., special group invited to join a council-sponsored event, boys who are active participants in a co-ed activity).

Premium: $0.11 a day for each participant (minimum $5.00) must be paid with a check payable to GSME.

PLAN 3E - PARTICIPANT ACCIDENT & SICKNESS INSURANCE FOR EXTENDED EVENTS.  

Plan 3E has been designed to provide the same coverage as the Basic Plan for members and non-members participating in approved, supervised, age-appropriate Girl Scout activities that are more than 2 consecutive nights - with the inclusion of a $3,000 Sickness Medical Expense Benefit.

Plan 3E is subject to the non-duplication provision.*

Premium: $0.29 a day for each participant (minimum $5.00) must be paid with a check payable to GSME.

PLAN 3P - PARTICIPANT ACCIDENT & SICKNESS INSURANCE FOR EXTENDED EVENTS.
Plan 3P is an alternative to Plan 3E if a first dollar or primary medical reimbursement is desired. Plan 3P benefits are not subject to the non-duplication provision.* For this reason the cost of Plan 3P is more than Plan 3E.


More than 2 consecutive nights.  
Premium: $0.67 a day for each participant (minimum $5.00) must be paid with a check payable to GSME.
PLAN 3PI – PARTICIPANT ACCIDENT & SICKNESS INSURANCE FOR INTERNATIONAL TRIPS.

Plan 3PI is essentially the same coverage found in Plan 3P, but with a travel assistance services “safety net” feature added. Should a medical or other emergency occur while abroad, the council or group leader is a free telephone call away from mobilizing AXA Assistance resources to provide their hands-on assistance.

 Premium: $1.17 a day for each participant (minimum $5.00) must be paid with a money order.

*  Non-duplication provision means that when $100 in benefits has been paid, any subsequent benefits for the same accident or sickness will be payable only for expense incurred (up to the usual, reasonable charges) which is not recoverable under any other insurance policy or service contract.

HOW TO APPLY FOR OPTIONAL INSURANCE

Contact the GSME service center nearest you. Ask  to speak to whomever handles Mutual of Omaha Insurance. They will work with you to obtain the coverage needed.
PROCEDURE FOR FILING A CLAIM ON WHITE CLAIM FORM

NOTE:  use the white claim for both Basic and Optional insurance claims.
1. Completely fill out white claim form immediately. Leaders should provide the necessary information and sign the claim form, then validate it at the troop level first.  A parent's signature is requested.

2. Have the legally qualified doctor who treated the injury complete the Attending Physician's Statement on the reverse side of the claim form. An itemized billing complete with diagnosis, date(s) and procedure code(s) may be substituted for the Attending Physician's Statement. No claim will be processed without this.

3.
Send all three copies to Girl Scouts of Maine along with bills. (GSME must validate the claim before it goes to the insurance company.)

4.
It is advised that parents file with their own insurance company at the same time they file with Mutual of Omaha.

5.
If claimant does not have insurance, s/he should submit notification of this in writing to Mutual of Omaha on her/his original claim form.

6.
After the original white claim form and initial bills have been sent to Girl Scouts of Maine, additional bills or questions about handling of the claim should be sent directly to:
