BECOMING AN ADULT GIRL SCOUT

By the conclusion of your time as an Ambassador Girl Scout, you will have acquired an array of experiences and skills.  You can continue your Girl Scout career by bridging to the adult level.  If you are attending a college, vocational or technical school, or other institute of higher learning, you may join or organize a Campus Girl Scout group through the local council.  Young adults, with or without Girl Scout experience, may register as members of a Campus Girl Scout group.

Additionally, if you choose to bridge to adult Girl Scouting, you can volunteer your time to the council or directly to girls as a leader of a troop/group.  Perhaps you might even want to choose Girl Scouting as a profession.

BRIDGE TO ADULT GIRL SCOUTS

To earn this pin, complete each of the following steps:

1.
Find out how Girl Scouting is organized in your community.

2.
Find out about the volunteer positions that are open to adults.

3.
Interview professional Girl Scout staff and find out what kinds of education and experience are needed for key positions.

4.
Find out about training available for adults and, if possible, participate in an adult training event.

5.
Take on a leadership role in Girl Scouting working with adults.  This might be a Girl Scout Program Aide, a Leader-in-Training, a Counselor-in-Training, a Senior Girl Scout Troop Assistant, an Apprentice Trainer, or a member of an event task group or board committee.

6.
Plan or help plan a bridging ceremony, in which you receive your Bridge to Adult Girl Scout pin.  Once you have bridged, you may register as an adult and wear the adult uniform.  You may also receive this award at the Annual Meeting or at the Silver and Gold Award Ceremony.
